Well, both horses were kitted out in Amigo rugs this 
winter and I’m pleased to say it seems to have 
stopped any of the shoulder rubs. Miami  was kitted 
out completely in Amigo (cotton sheet, middleweight 
stable rug and heavyweight stable rug) and didn’t 
have any rub marks at all. Cuckoo  I was a bit mean 
with, as she keeps growing, so all she had was an 
Amigo cotton sheet on underneath (which she was 
growing out of by November) – we had a cheapo 
top rug on, then when the weather turned really bad 
borrowed another rug to go on top of that. She 
didn’t fare quite so well and had rub marks on one 
shoulder, but I did promise her when she stopped 
growing I would kit her out in Amigo (I have long 
since given up the hope that the pair of them would 
be the same rug size – Cuckoo is determined to 
make it into 7 foot plus rugs I think). I was very 
pleased with the Amigo rugs though and would 
recommend them to anyone trying to find something 
to fit that hard to fit Saddlebred! 
 
Both horses showed over the winter. Miami did a lot 
of dressage and started the season with a score of 
72% in Novice and just kept getting better, 
culminating with Reserve Champion in the Novice 
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League at the end of the winter season. We had a 
couple of forays into western as well at the 
beginning and end of the winter season and she did 
herself proud taking all but one blue in her classes 
over both events. Cuckoo turned her hoof in the 
foreign breed classes held in-house and is still 
taking it all in her stride. She’s spent most of the 
winter being introduced to a bit, wearing a bridle, 
wearing a roller pad and crupper, learning about 
lunging and going for walks on the apple orchards 
that borders the livery yard and the surrounding 
roads (some days the weather had been so foul, the 
water was just laying on top of the ground, so I 
figured we’d both be able to keep our feet better on 
the road). She was totally unfazed by the cars, 
whether they were coming towards us or chasing 
us. So now she’s going to have the spring and 
summer off (after our outings in April & May) to play 
at being a young horse again. I measured her on 
the 1st March and have a 15.2hh horse (well her butt 
is anyway) – and she’s not even two, so going to 
end up much bigger than mum (who stands at 15.1 
½ with new shoes on).

nuisance sometimes – keeps crossing over in front, 
running in front and barking if he feels we are going 
to fast. Miami just sighs at him and does lead 
changes to avoid him (otherwise she would be 
striking him with her leading leg in canter). Cuckoo 
has none of it and waves a front leg in the air 
determined to stomp on him, hard! (Not that we are 
even riding Cuckoo yet, never mind cantering). In 
the stable he is interested in helping me muck out 
(the nice, fresh stuff) and catching the mickeys, 
even if it means running under the horses’ bellies to 
do so. Surprisingly enough, neither take the blind bit 
of notice when he is doing this, which amazes me 
really. 
 
I hope to take both horses to a few more shows this 
year – a lot depends on the timing of the classes, as 
it may just be Miami to the ones where we are 
working out of the lorry, so it looks like Cuckoo will 
get the summer off again as she did last year. 
 
I hope all of your horses have fared well through the 
winter – if they are in foal that you have a safe 
foaling and if you have been out doing things that 
you have been enjoying yourselves and I look 
forward to seeing some of you at the 2009 events.

High Steppin’ Action  
One of the most intriguing horses at this year’s 
American Eventing Championships was a Palomino 
Saddlebred named Canyonleigh Sir Echo. Ridden 
by Australian Kate Chadderton, this flashy gelding 
was a hit in the Preliminary Horse division as he 
wowed crowds with him elegant movements in the 
Dressage arena and big scopey jump in Show 
Jumping. 
 

Kate met ‘Rocco’ 
two years ago when 
Margaret Warwick, 
the horse’s current 
co-owner with Kate, 
brought him to her 
attention. Although 
she was a bit 
skeptical about the 
eventing potential of 
a Saddlebred, she 
tried Rocco out and 
instantly fell in love. 
“Everything is so 
easy for him,” Kate 
explained. “He’s so 
clever. He’s the first 
one to notice when 

anything changes. He always knows when it’s 
feeding time. He hates having his rugs adjusted, but 
he’s really a fun, safe horse, which is great because 
I usually get all the trouble horses!”

Kate has had Rocco since he was five and has 
brought him along herself. He worked through the 
lower levels of the sport and is currently a 
competitive Preliminary horse. 
“He adores cross-country,” she smiled. “He’s the 
easiest cross-country horse I’ve ever ridden. He’s 
so clever about it and reads lines and things so 
easily. I control the speed and what not, but he can 
see a line and read it so quickly and clearly. There’s 
very little work to do with him across country.” 
 
Kate is planning to keep him moving up through the 
levels. “We hope to move him up to Intermediate by 
the end of the year,” she explained. “He’s got lots of 
jump and he’s very clever. He’ll do Advanced with 
no trouble, but he’s only seven. There’s not need to 
push him yet.” 
 
“He’s a very cool horse,” she continued. “He’s smart 
and safe. He’s the ‘uncle’ type of horse…we often 
use him to help take the youngsters out for the first 
time. He tries so hard and he’s so clever. He’s a 
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blast to ride. You’d never think he was a Saddlebred 
by watching him go…he’s just awesome.” 
 
 
 
 

 

South African trainer and USA-UK member, Martin 
Pienaar spent just over a week in Kent this Spring, 
settling in two horses that were travelling to America 
– Rock-Me Braveheart Warrior  (see front cover 
and picture left) and  Bridgewaters Nite An Day . 
Both are aimed at the ASHA World Championships 
in August in the 5-Gaited ranks. Braveheart is 
arguably one of the best South African gaited 
horses to leave their shores – having had the 
chance to see him strut his stuff after over a 
month’s box rest wearing nothing more than a 
snaffle bridle, hunter shoes and over-reach and 
brushing boots just as insurance I can see why he is 
rated so much in his home country. In this short 
workout on a grass verge of a ploughed field he 
managed to evacuate the yard (everyone went to 
watch) and collect all the dog walkers and bird 
watchers out for the morning. Braveheart is aimed 
at the Gelding stake and Nite An Day the gelding 
division in the Amateur ranks – here’s wishing them 
the best of luck in America.
