Pauline is a carded judge and at our
Championship Show will be judging the
palomino and Appaloosa classes. Sarah is a
carded BSPA judge who has judged at events
such as HOYS and Dublin in the past and will
be presiding over our coloured classes.

(that's not to say he won't penalise you if you
make a mistake, just that his emphasis is on
acknowledging the good rather than the bad). |
am hoping this will encourage a few more of
you to have a go at showing at our Champs
Show — if you have never showed in these sort
of classes before and are tentative about
giving it a go for fear of doing something
wrong, then don't be, as | am sure the whole
show group, not just David, will be keen to
encourage you to foremost enjoy yourself.

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INTERNATIONAL NEWS

It seems like an age ago, but the World Cup
was only last December. Some riders have
written about their experiences — for some the
World Cup has become a regular event, for
others this was their first time abroad
representing Great Britain. By an large
Saddlebred riders have an advantage, as they
are used to riding long necked horses — the
horses at the World Cup are usually leagues
ahead of the normal UK horses, but even so,
for riders who aren’t used to the up-headed
way of going that is so natural to the ASB, it
doesn’'t matter how many times you try to
explain to them quite what it's like to be eating
ears as you are riding, nothing much prepares
them for the experience.
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Rider: Sam Burton , representing Great Britain
for the first time in 2006. Usual mount,
Riderdance. Based: Kent.

Once we got to South Africa we had a few
mornings to chill out, look round Parys and
where we were staying, which had lions and
zebras on the complex. In the afternoon we
picked out horses and practise times. If we
were competing in the first or second division
of the railwork, we checked what order it was
going to be for the patterns. We all picked
good horses, and good slots, which we were
pleased about.

Pleasure Horse Show.

We got to see all our horses the evening
before we were due to ride them. Caroline
spoke with the trainers and owners to find out
what the horses were like, so she could decide
who to put on whom. Our first session went
well, there was only one horse change. We all
got on well with our horses and it was decided
that we were to stay with the initial choices. My
horse was “Lucky One”.

Lynn was our guard person for keeping an eye
as to who was in the ring while we were
practising (as it was a closed session) and
ended up nearly throwing the man recording
out! Nobody realised he was recording
everyone so that we could watch it later. The
second practise was better as we had got
more used to the horses. By this point | had
got used to the high stepping and the neck!
Nothing can prepare you for the action that
these horses had, not people telling you, not
even River! There may even have been some
chosen words that came out of my mouth on
the first session.

It was Friday that was our first day of the show,
rail first then pattern. | was twelfth up to do my
pattern, which was a very long wait. The day
started at 5am when the alarm went off, and
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there were five of us trying to put on make-up,
most of our show clothes and ... just one
mirror. We arrived at the showground and did
our finishing touches (or rather Caroline did)
shirts pinned, hair scraped back, jackets on
and away we went.

It was a fairly strange feeling warming up, as
there wasn't a ring where you warm up like at
home. It was called a chute, which was just a
long track — you trot up, turn round and trot
back again. Then when you were called into
the ring, it wasn't like we do one by one, but
like a race between 13 Saddlebreds all trying
to get in there first.

The railwork went well, Caroline was in her
corner, Lynn was in the diagonal corner and
we had our supporters, all two of them, in the
stands. It went so quickly, as soon as we were
coming in, we were going out again it seemed.

Then it was the longest wait ever for my
pattern. That gives you way too much time to
think about the pattern and to worry about it.
Going into the ring is awful, as it is deadly
silent. This was a complete change from the
railwork, where the music was playing, people
were shouting and horses thundering. Now in
the ring alone, you can hear your own
breathing. | ride, then come out, and | was
pleased, but also sad it was over. | spoke to
Caroline, who was pleased and said “well
done” as did Lynn and everyone else.

Then my scores were announced which felt
like a massive kick in the face, as they weren't
good. The same thing happened to all 5 of us.
Horrible feeling! We didn’t understand why we
didn't do well, especially when there were
other people going off-pattern, but still scoring
higher than us. We had all ridden well, and our
patterns were good. So feeling a little rubbish,
we went back and had a chat about it all over
dinner. We couldn't stay down for too long, as
we had to compete again the next day.

The same thing happened again the next day,
although our sessions were different. Two of
us rode in the first session and three of us rode
in the second. Within two circuits of my rail
class we were called to a halt as there was a
problem. It was only once | had passed the
problem that | realised it was Nikki and her
horse had thrown a shoe. We bounced about
(the horses didn’t walk) until it was re-shod and
ready to go. Off we went again. It is an
amazing feeling to blast around the arena,
especially as it was so big. And then again, it
was over too quickly.
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The patterns again went well, but it wasn't
reflected in the scores. It can be fairly soul-
destroying, as we felt we rode well and it was
basically announced that we hadn't. So the
medal ceremony came ... and went. America
won. Then we went to the bar! The World Cup
was an amazing experience and we all had an
amazing time, it was just a shame where we
were placed.

On coming home, it took me a little while to get
on River, as | knew her action wouldn’t be as
high as Lucky One, but the biggest shock was
that it felt as if river had no neck and that hers
was not in front of me but inbetween her front
legs!

Thank you to everyone that supported us,
before we went, while we were there and when
we came back. And also a big thank you to
Caroline and Lynn, we couldn't have gone
there without you XXX
